C. Fences.

1. Agricultural fences.

a.

No agricultural fence shall exceed eight feet in height. An agricultural fence shall be
allowed in the front yard of a lot that is used for agricultural purposes, provided that it
is of an open design that is not more than 40 percent opaque.

An agricultural fence that encloses a lot used strictly for agricultural purposes may
contain barbed wire or electrified fencing.

That portion of an agricultural property that contains the farm residence shall be
subject to the front yard fence requirements for residential districts for the width of
the house plus the width of the required side yard setbacks.

No agricultural fence shall exceed eight feet in height. An agricultural fence shall be
allowed in the front yard of a lot that is used for agricultural purposes, provided that it
is of an open design that is not more than 40 percent opaque.

An agricultural fence that encloses a lot used strictly for agricultural purposes may
contain barbed wire or electrified fencing.

That portion of an agricultural property that contains the farm residence shall be
subject to the front yard fence requirements for residential districts for the width of
the house plus the width of the required side yard setbacks.

2. Residential fences (excluding agricultural properties). Residential fences are subject to

the following:

Fences on lots of record in residential districts within a side or rear yard shall not
exceed six feet in height.

constructed of new, durable, weather-resistant, rustproof, and easily maintainable



materials customarily used in the construction of walls and fences, provided,
however, this provision shall not preclude the use of decorative architectural
materials when consistent with the intent of this section, the character of the area in
which the fence is to be placed, and as approved by the Township. Material shall be
subject to review and approval by the Township during fence permit review.

e. Fences not used for farm operations shall not contain barbed wire or other
sharpened materials or electrified fencing.

f. All fences shall comply with the requirements of the Building Code.
